Campus Visits
No ad, brochure, or Newsweek article can give you a complete picture of a college or university.  That is why it is so important for you to visit the campus in person. Most colleges encourage campus visits and many now allow you to make appointments online.  Some colleges allow you to take advantage of other opportunities, in addition to a tour, while visiting the campus. These may include staying for an overnight visit, dropping in on a specific class, or interviewing a professor in your major of interest, an athletic coach, or a program director (such as a music director).

Minimally, you should try to meet with an admissions counselor or attend an informational session during your visit. It is also helpful to eat in the cafeteria (most schools will pick up the tab) and to read a copy of a student publication such as a school newspaper, to a student’s view of campus life.

To set up a campus visit, call or e-mail the admissions office the dates and times you are available.  Ask an admissions counselor about any additional arrangements you may be interested in, such as an overnight visit or an interview.

College Interviews

The college admissions process has become more and more competitive so it is important to find a way to distinguish yourself.  College interviews give you the opportunity to showcase yourself, acquire more information about the college, as well as allow a college to get to know you in person, rather than just on paper.

Most colleges offer personal interviews or group information sessions. A great time to schedule your interview is when you go for a campus visit. If you live too far away, some colleges also offer alumni interview closer to home. Alumni interviews are given by a person who lives in your community who has graduated from the institution of interest. To set up a college interview, contact the admissions office by phone or e-mail.
